Orchestras in A and B category should have at least 13 members, while in category C also ensembles of 10 to 12 players can take part equally to orchestras. Other instruments of any kind and vocals may also be included but at least half of the players must play accordion. 

Competitors may perform compositions and transcriptions of any period and style. 


Piano and musical stands will be available. All additional instruments you will need you will have to bring with you. 

Before performing, the conductor shall submit 3 copies of scores of the compositions that are going to be performed, as well as 1 additional copy of score with the corresponding shares which will be held in the organizer’s archive.

CONDITIONS OF THE COMPETITION 

 
Competition is open to public and all orchestras that fulfill requirements of the propositions and apply no later than 15.09.2012. (* for C category please check two registration terms) can take part in it. 


  
The financial reward winning orchestras will perform at gala concert on 24.11.2012. They will perform their reward-winning repertoire. If they decide not to perform,   they will lose their financial reward.

JURY 

 
Jury members are appointed by the Organizational Committee. International Jury will be made up of prominent artists, pedagogues and experts.  Decisions of the Jury are irrevocable. Each member of the jury evaluates each of above mentioned elements with points from 1 to 100. The total sum divided by the five elements gives the final mark of a jury member. The sum from all the members of the jury, divided by the member number, gives the final score of the competitor’s performed program. The final score is rounded up to two decimals. 
The results will be listed on the bulletin board, and a conductor or his or her authorized representative can get a review and a respective critics of performance at the roundtable, which will follow the performance of all categories. 
In case there are more competitors with equal points, the Cup and financial prize will be given to the competitor of the older category.
